Sherry Hellmuth stated that the committee will be meeting during the first two weeks in January and will be discussing such topics as:

The Senate gave feedback to Beth Santell and Elizabeth Becker regarding the following drafts that were distributed at the 12/12/07 Senate meeting:

2. Pre-Approval of a Degree Program for Salary Lane Movement (for UAF members)

3. Full Time Faculty Development Handbook

4. Unit Adjunct Faculty Development Handbook

Suggestions/corrections made by the Senate will be brought to the full committee. The documents will be brought back to the group for final Senate approval.
Grievance Committee
Sue Ford stated that she and Sarah Dye will meet with Dr. Tony Spahr next week to finalize issues regarding health insurance, faculty discipline, and the longevity step. 
3rd Vice President Report
Dan Kocher has obtained a list from Human Resources of non-unit adjunct faculty and UAF Is. The number of non- unit adjunct faculty increased by 15. In addition, about 15 adjuncts have moved to UAF I status. There are 142 UAF I faculty. 
2nd Vice President’s Report

Sue Ford stated that there are approximately 180 UAF II members. This group needs 9 senators; currently they have 7. 

Nancy Hillquist, a long time UAF II biology instructor, is currently not teaching this semester due to illness. Mary Arndt will send her a card from the ECCFA to wish her well. Anyone wishing to send their own note to Nancy can do so at www.caringbridge.org
Sue Ford went to the Fountain Square Campus to help resolve UAF load issues. The interpretation of the language in the contract surrounding this issue is not consistent between the administration and faculty. Sue asked the Senate for permission to consult the ECCFA lawyer, in order to render an opinion on the meaning of the language. Howard Russo moved to grant this request. Roger Ramey seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 

1st Vice President’s Report

Rick Green attended the instructional coordinators meeting and did not hear of any examples of UAF that did not receive load. 
There will be a meeting to explain the changes in the contract to the ECCFA on 2/21/08, from 4:00 pm to 6 pm, place TBA.

A drafted copy of the new position of a full time Distance Learning Librarian was distributed. With this position filled, there would be 4 full time Distance Learning Librarians. Chris Newman moved to approve this job description. Dan Kernler seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 

President’s Report

Linda Hefferin announced that Karen Friedberg’s mother passed away last Sunday. Karen is a full time nursing professor. Mary Arndt will send a condolence card to Karen from the ECCFA.

At Fountain Square Campus, classes are meeting for 15 weeks. The required minutes are being maintained.

Linda Hefferin asked for a vote on the following nominees for committees:

· Celia Ramos from Math, Science, Engineering, and Health Professions, resigned from the Faculty Development Committee. Elizabeth Becker volunteered to take her place for Spring 2008. Roger Ramey moved to approve Elizabeth for this committee. Sue Ford seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
· Regarding the 60th Anniversary Celebration Committee, there is a committee for writing and one for celebrations. Dave Reich and Heidi Balsford have been nominated for the celebrations committee. Elizabeth Becker moved to approve Dave and Heidi for the celebrations committee. Rick Green seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 
Old Business

Noel Levitz Survey

The administration has asked faculty to distribute the Noel Levitz Survey to the students. It contains questions regarding the evaluation of faculty instruction. In the past, this request was grieved, as a violation of the contract, and ECCFA won the grievance. Linda Hefferin will ask an administrator to come and talk to ECCFA regarding this survey. 

New Business

Howard Russo, who represents ECCFA at the Elgin Trades Council, has now become a trustee of that organization. He stated that many candidates who are seeking political office, (local, state, and federal), have requested the endorsement of the Elgin Trades Council. Anyone with questions for these candidates should send them to Howard. 
Chris Newman stated that Paul Froehlich, a Democrat who is seeking an Illinois State Senate seat for the 56th district, has been endorsed by the Illinois Federation of Teachers. 

Phil Garber will be speaking to the ECCFA in 2 weeks.

The ECCFA Senate stated they have not had any of the new Student Evaluation of Instruction surveys returned to them. Some faculty in the tenure process have received them. According to the new contract, those full time tenured faculty who are having a triennial evaluation this semester, need to have these surveys returned so the results can be used in the writing of the self-assessment. Rick Green will speak to Dr. Gena Glickman about having these surveys returned in a timely manner. 

Senate Expectations

Linda Hefferin began a discussion about the proper professional etiquette to displayed by the ECCFA Senators, in and out of the Senate meetings. All agreed these standards should be maintained.

Tim Anderson stated that ECC will be hosting a regional speech tournament on 3/21 & 3/22/08. On 3/21, the tournament will be held at Phesant Run in St. Charles, from 12:00 to 7:00 pm. On 3/22, the tournament will take place all day at ECC. Tim is looking for volunteers to be judges for these students. No particular training is necessary. It doesn’t matter if a person has never judged a speech competition before. Instructions will be provided. Tim will send a general email soon requesting volunteers. Dan Kocher encouraged faculty to attend the Academic Planning Session, as invited by Dr. Gena Glickman via email. He also asked the Senate to encourage their constituents to attend.
